The tour of Scarborough Lifeboat Station takes approximately one hour and usually takes the following format, 

An introduction, safety briefing and welcome to our station. 

A presentation or short  video that gives a bigger picture of the RNLI. 

At this point large groups are split into two parties and go to the boats where we explain the different roles of each boat. The groups are then rotated in order for all visitors to see each boat.

During the visit we will mention sea safety however the children’s interests are normally on the boats, so to assist teachers we have a free information and poster pack to aid further lessons back at school.

Our Boathouse was built in 1940 and due to it’s age and size there are two narrow and steep staircases that need to be negotiated which will need extra supervision for very small children or those with mobility difficulties
